Whether it is for
your weekly bulletin, a Christmas mailing or to
customize JSP’s supplemental Christmastime
bulletins, here is an idea for including a festive
and unique greeting.

This design can be accomplished in a few

easy steps:

1. Choose a picture such as the wreath seen
here, which is from the Microsoft” clip gallery.

2. Use the circle auto-shape and place it inside
the wreath graphic.

3. Select “Fill Color” from the formatting
toolbar.

4. Select “Fill Effects” and on the “Picture”
tab, click “Select Picture.” Locate the group
picture, staff or priest’s photo that you’d
like to use. Click Ok.

5. Draw a new word art frame and use the

circular shape to add your message.
